of the original architects watercolor painting of Crater Stadium, dated

1935, is being presented to the students of Dover Senior High School
by Mr. and Mrs. Walter C. “Dutech” and Dorothy Hisrich to be per-
manently preserved and located in the high school (athletic trophy
display area, in the gym lobby).

Mr. Hisrich, age 86, attended Dover Schools and is one of only
two living members of the Dover Blues, an early semi-professional
football team which preceeded the formation of the N.F.L.

The team was inducted into the Professional Football Hall of Fame
in Canton, Ohio in 1970. Their last games were played on the original
field at the exact site of today’s Crater Stadium.

Mr. Hisrich pointed out that it is interesting to note that the shape
of the stadium was uniquely created to be a capitol block “D’’, which
has not changed even with the recent additions. He stated, “We have
one of the finest fields in the state. We are pleased to give this gift
to todays and future generations of Dovers students to enjoy.”
