COACHING HISTORY
(A Story of Winning by Principle and Hard Work)

Coach Paul received a master’s degree from John Carroll University following
undergraduate work at the University of Dayton. His first coaching experience
was at Piqua Catholic High School where he worked one year as assistant in foot-
ball, basketball and baseball.

He then served at Youngstown Ursuline for five years, being assigned head basket-
ball coach for the final three seasons. His team won their first city championship
in twelve years.

Paul then moved on to Lakewood St. EEdward where, as head football coach, he
set up a program that brought the school from a losing situation into state prom-
inence. Paul had only one losing season at St. Edward. During 1966, as basketball
coach, his cagers compiled a 22-2 record after bowing out in the district finals.

After accepting the position of head football coach at Cambridge in 1969, Paul
again instilled winning ways into his players. His 1970 Bobcats compiled a healthy
7-3 record. To the disappointment of many Cambridge fans, Paul resigned his po-
sition to accept the assistantship at Lafayette College (Pa.), where he served on
their football staff for four years.

In 1975 Coach Paul returned to Cambridge as Athletic Director and Head Foot-
ball Coach. During that year Paul and his Staff led The Bobcats to one of its
finest seasons in the history of Cambridge High football by compiling a record of
nine victories and only one defeat. Another winning season was realized last Fall
as the Cats rolled up a 6-3-1 record, while facing a very tough schedule.
